Ordinance # 2 - 2015
An ordinance on temporary occupancy of travel trailer within the Town of Eckley 

BE ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF ECKLEY:

Section 1: When used in this ordinance, “travel trailer” shall mean a vehicular portable structure built on a chassis, equipped for the road, designed to be used as a temporary dwelling for travel, recreational or vacation use.  It may be self-contained, with bath and toilet facilities, or classified as dependent type, without bath and toilet facilities.  Any regulations applying to travel trailers shall also apply to campers mounted, or intended to be mounted, on truck chassis, tent or tent-type trailer.
Section 2:  A travel trailer can be occupied within the Town of Eckley limits for a period not exceeding seven (7) consecutive days within a thirty (30) day period and only with the expressed permission of the property owner.  The 7-day period may be extended by the Town Board or its designee.
All travel trailers used for such temporary occupancy must be registered at Town Hall and issued a permit pursuant to Section 3, below.
